Dear Parents/Carers,

Welcome back to a very exciting year in Year 4! I hope you have all had a lovely summer break and are back ready to start our super learning. (
I am very excited to be helping the children progress throughout the year and I look forward to working together with the children and yourselves to achieve this. Along with myself, in class we will have Mrs Rennie to support the children, alongside Mrs Killoran covering me on a Monday afternoon. 

We have updated our Literacy texts for this year and I can’t wait to get started with the class. This half term we will be doing a range of cross curricular writing pieces based on our topic of Rivers and the Water Cycle as well as reading quality texts in the afternoon. We will also be looking at creating our own Kennings poem and writing a non-fiction report on our own made up creatures. There will be a huge focus on raising our vocabulary and proof reading our work when it is done to make sure it is our best. We will also be focussing on presentation and handwriting and our expectations are high for this so we will be having handwriting practise most days to help. 
Our main focus in Maths this half term will be place value in the first couple of weeks before moving onto addition and subtraction. There is a massive focus in Y4 on timetables due to the Government’s Multiplication Check in June. We will be completing daily activities around timetables and our multiplication skills. Please make sure you are completing your times tables homework as this will be a massive help.

In Religion, our focus this half term is ‘The Domestic Church-The Family of God in Scripture.’ We look at our family and our school and church family and how that helps us everyday in our journey of faith. We will also have a class Liturgy’s and Year 3 & 4 Collective Worship sessions. 
I have attached a medium term plan to show you what topics we will cover in the afternoons this half term and this will also be uploaded on the website. We are very lucky to have Mrs Killoran taking Art/DT and Music during my PPA on a Monday.

Maths homework and Spellings
Spellings will be sent on Friday and tested on the following Friday morning. The children need to complete the spellings sheet and return it back to class. There will also be three written TT Rockstars worksheets sent out on a Friday to be returned with the spelling by Friday morning. If this homework is not completed and returned then the children will have to do it during their Friday breaktime.
