Re ‘No Dogs policy’

Dear Parents/carers

As a school we have always accepted well behaved dogs on our site. We recognise that dogs are an important part of family life for many in the school community, and as such are often included in day‐to‐day activities such as walking children to and from school. 

However, I am also aware that others may find the presence of dogs in the playground and school grounds stressful, even frightening, particularly with younger children, and even well‐behaved dogs can behave unpredictably when placed in a busy, noisy and crowded environment, potentially putting our children at risk.
Therefore, following an amendment to our health and safety policy, I must inform you that from now on, our school policy will be that no dogs are allowed on school premises (either on a lead or carried).  I appreciate that some people may disagree with this decision but I must ensure the safety of everyone on our school site and I ask for your understanding and co-operation by not bringing your dog into the school grounds.
Assistance dogs are exempt from this policy – see the guidance regarding assistance dogs. We kindly ask for your cooperation and understanding in adhering to this new rule. The policy will be enforced starting immediately, and we appreciate your support in maintaining a safe environment for everyone.

Please see the attached policy and feel free to discuss this with myself or a member of our Senior Leadership Team.
